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Photos and text input for your album

Save a copy of this file to your computer. This is one of two documents you need to complete for your album compile. The outward appearance of your album is selected in the album preferences document (separate download). Don’t forget to save this document each time you work on it and complete it at your leisure. Once you get started, you’ll find it is easy.

This document is for the selection of images for your album and text you want for captions and stories if any. You may need to use and return more copies of this document for a larger album or you can add more story-image-caption blocks to this document if you wish (read more below).
The use of this document is preferred over an automated on-line input system. It is seen that if anything happens to such a system at our end, your input could be at jeopardy. With this, you at least have the information in your possession for any occurrence and you don’t have to be online to use it.
Please note that you do get a copy of all the images files we process for you plus the originals, regardless of your selection here for the album.
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How to use this input form

Select images and add stories and captions
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  .. from your-photos web page, you may want: image 0009 version A.
Look at your photos web page <your-photos> and select images one by one in the order that you want them shown in your album. Enter the image numbers in the green form boxes below.
The image version is shown as F, D, A, B or C. Those marked F and D are your supplied film or digital image originals. Generally, you would want to choose the improved versions marked with an “A or B”. The level A fix is automatically processed. We may suggest and you confirm a further improvement of the image to a level B fix. There may be a later discount if using ‘B’ images in your album – refer to Pricing details on our home web page (subject to change). We may throw in a version C image at no further charge, just as an alternative you may prefer to the B version.

Select “Yes” in the green box below for the image to appear. You may prefer later not to include the image or you may even use the green box for your own notes.

 We only process images and text in the green box if the image therein is marked Yes. (The four red Xs is just our idea that may make it easier to find your notes if scrolling down the page quickly). 
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  .. copy caption from your-photos web page.
Type in a caption if wanted (or leave it blank, type nothing). You may already have a caption idea written in the image file name that appears in <your-photos> web page. You may have typed it into your digital photo file name before you sent it to us. You can copy and paste it if you like. (Incidentally, the “475” seen above is the number you may have given to the file name).
If you want the same caption to apply to the next image in your album, type the word “same” in the caption of that next green box and even the following green box image too if you like and so on. We will group the images with the one caption.

If you want a story to appear above a photo, type that in the green box too. Press ‘Enter’ on the keyboard to create a new paragraph in stories or captions. For no story, leave the Story field blank. (Tell us in the ‘Comments’ box of the album preferences document if you want to underline or otherwise format the first line in a story. Generally we don’t. You may prefer to speak with us to sort out some formatting changes).
If you want to acknowledge someone for providing the image to you, place their name in Courtesy or simply leave it blank.
Rearrange the order

A good practice is to leave every second green box empty (unused). It may help later if you need to change the order of images and text.
If you prefer, you can quickly change the order of green boxes and this is how you do it. Save the document before you start in case you get lost and need to revert back. (You may even want to save a copy of the document for safe keeping should something adverse happens). Then unprotect the document with the password “control”. You may see “Unprotect Document” if you click “Tools” at the top. Do not attempt to enter any of your album details while this document is unprotected. You simply want to rearrange the order of green boxes now. 
With your mouse, left click and select (drag) from the space above the box to the bottom on the box (or boxes) and not the space below the last box you want to move.
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 COPY 
Then either right click anywhere and select Cut, or press Ctrl X on the keyboard. Move to a position in the document where you want the boxes moved to, left click in just the space above a green box there until the curser ‘blinks’, right click and select Paste (Ctrl V on the keyboard).
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 PASTE

When you are happy with the rearranging of your green boxes, save the document and protect the document again. Use the same password “control” again, because when you send the file to us, we may need to use it. You can now start to enter information for your album again.
You may use this method to add more blank green boxes if you wish and you may also use this method to bring in green boxes from another one of these documents you may have started.

We do have checks in place to ensure the same image does not appear twice. If it does, we ask you if you wanted it that way.
When you feel this form is complete, send it to us and keep a copy yourself. We will advise you of when a preview is available on <your-album> web page. You can then adjust and send this form again if you like. We will again show you a preview and so on, until you are completely satisfied. We will then complete a full layout for you to approve before we print the album.
